The ELCA Churchwide Assembly actions taken last August regarding ordination of gay and
leshian candidates for ordained ministry have continued to be problematic for the congregations
of the ELCA. While there are congregations affirming this vote there are other congregations
voicing their opposition and some of these congregations are in the midst of voting to leave the
ELCA.

Faith Lutheran had an open meeting in September to begin discerning how we would respond to
the Churchwide Assembly action. It was then stated that we, Congregational President Char
Meyer, Executive Committee, Senior Pastor David Doppenberg and all pastoral, program and
support staff agree that we will lead our congregational response following the model from Acts
15:1-21.

The Acts 15 Church leadership practice:
First, leaders and missionaries with diverse experiences are gathered.
Testimony is given about what God is doing in a new time and place. This is interpreted
in the light of the Scriptures and tradition.
The decision to change to a new practice is guided by the Holy Spirit, aims for unanimity,
and is positively received by the wider church.

1) At this time Faith Lutheran is not planning on leaving the ELCA.

2) Executive Committee, Church Council and Staff will work to provide opportunities for
further study and prayer as we, the people of Faith Lutheran, enter a time of study and
discernment with regard to this new policy.

3) Believing that at this time we are not at a consensus of support, Faith would not proceed with
the policy change were we to find ourselves in a pastoral call process.

Now is the time for further study and prayer to discern how we will respond in the future
to the ELCA Churchwide Assembly Action. We will begin this discernment process
Tuesday night February 9, from 7:00 1 8:30 PM and continue for consecutive Tuesday
nights for 6 - 8 weeks. This process will be guided by Faith Lutheran’s call to serve the Gospel
of Jesus Christ. Our time together will explore the following: Lutheran Theology and the
Interpretation of Scripture, the nature of the Church universal and the local church, how
Churchwide Assembly actions have been processed and made in the past, how “Bound
Conscious” and “Congregational Autonomy” are understood, and most likely other matters as
well as questions as our conversations shape this process.

My invitation to you is to come and be part of this important process. | can honestly say that in
the midst of leading major congregational transitions during my years of ministry, this Process
of Discernment in which we will engage will likely be the most complex and daunting. | am
very concerned about the multiple ramifications not only of the Assembly vote but of the
process used and assumptions that were and continue to be made on how we most faithfully
serve the Gospel of Jesus Christ. | am hopeful though, that following the Acts 15 model of
leadership and living the Faith Compass together we can enter this journey trusting God’s
presence and guidance.

Words on Worship i Epiphany

The word epiphany is the English version of the Greek epiphaneia, meaning appearance,
revelation, or manifestation. The origin of the feast, which was traditionally celebrated on
January 6, can be traced to the church in the East and is an older celebration than our
December 25" Christmas. We celebrate the Epiphany of Our Lord as the manifestation of the
baby born in Bethlehem as the Son of God. Epiphany is the season of light. It begins with the
magi following the star they observed rising in the East. It culminates in a fantastic light show
of Jesus’ transfiguration. The glory of God shines in and through Jesus Christ and the light
shines in us. We are dipped into the Light at our baptism and we spend the season of Epiphany
responding to the question of how we will participate in the Light.

Services at 12:00, 5:00 and 7:00 PM

Christians around the world gather on Ash Wednesday to mark the beginning of Lent’s
preparation for Easter. On this day, the people of God receive an ashen cross on the forehead, a
symbol which echoes our baptismal anointing and reminds us of our mortality. While marked
with the ashes of human mortality, the church hears God’s promise of forgiveness and tastes
God’s mercy and salvation in the observance of Holy Communion. From this solemn liturgy,
we go forth on our journey to the great feast of Easter. During Lent, the disciplines of acts of
kindness, prayer, and fasting are tools of discipleship that can lead us to renewal as we bury all
that is holding us back from being truly alive.
