Having just completed my morning devotions this Ash Wednesday morning, I can’t help 

but share some thoughts with you.  This devotional reading is from Godôs Pause and is 

from the commentary from Susan Cherwien of Luther Seminary. 
 

She writes about St. Ignatius of Loyola who, in his spiritual exercises, directs those 

preparing for confession of sin to undertake an examination of conscience. 

Essentially these are the basics: 

 1) Acknowledge a grace in your life and give thanks to God 

 2)  Examine and name your brokenness 

 3)  Ask God to heal your brokenness 

 4)  Imagine what form a sign of that healing might take and imagine living that way 

 5)  Give thanks to God for the present grace 
 

These seem to me a valuable process of examination as we prepare ourselves this Lenten 

Season to greet Easter with thankful rejoicing. 
 

Though we are all immersed in this season of meditation, we also must continue the work 

of ministry.  The Church Council is at work and are reviewing and evaluating. 

We have a ―new year‖ as new council members come aboard and we look at what is ahead 

for us in 2010. 
 

Most immediately we have been in conversation with one another on the issue of 

Humanity Sexuality: Faith and Trust.  Approximately 50 members of our congregation 

began the conversation on February 9 and will continue in conversation February 23, 

March 2 and 9.  Pastors David Doppenberg and Galen Hora are leading the group along 

with council members Donn Berkeland and Jan Klinsing.  I will also be involved in this 

conversation. 
 

A task group will be activated in March to review our present council\committee structure 

and composition.  Members of the task group are David Hayman, Cliff Rakerd, Pastor 

David and I.  This will entail much work on how and the impact on our constitution and 

bylaws.  Conclusions and recommendations of the task group will come before the 

congregation for a vote. 
 

2010 will also be a time of rejoicing and celebration as we complete our building and 

renovation project and get back into having the full building occupied.  We are planning 

on that to happen by June.

A Report from DeNae vanWestrienen, on the Women’s Retreat at Camp 

Wapo, February 19-21, 2010 
 

I had big plans to leave Friday for the women’s retreat at Camp Wapo.  I envisioned wiling 

lazy hours away delving into the book of John, sleeping in, not cutting anyone’s food into 

tiny pieces, and reading.  While those may not sound like big plans, consider I hadn’t been 

away overnight by myself since before my six, three, and one year old kids were born. So, 

those were my big plans! What’s that they say about the best laid plans?  
 

An hour before I was supposed to leave, my youngest son fell and refused to walk.  Rather 

than leaving for a relaxing weekend, I started to scramble.  Who would watch our older 

kids while we took Elliot to get x-rays?  How would we get everyone fed?  Who did I need 

to call to rearrange weekend plans and to start praying healing prayers for my little guy? 

Why wasn’t he walking?  Why did this have to happen today, with my getaway planned? 

God answered every one of my prayers and he answered them abundantly.  One call and 

my friend agreed to watch Isaac and Audrey, even though her parents were visiting from 

out of state and she has three kids of her own.  Another call and the group headed for the 

retreat were calling others and sending emails to find a way to get me to Camp Wapo the 

next day if it turned out my son was fine.  Another call and I had even more prayers on 

Elliot’s behalf.  One unnecessary trip to the doctor and my son began running and 

stomping and dancing around.  
 

I was able to join the retreat Saturday morning and the weekend was even better than I 

expected.  The Saturday session was outstanding because of a great topic, dynamic 

speaker and thoughtful discussions.  With that said, the book of John really came alive for 

me because of the women on the retreat, many of whom I hadn’t even met before.  The 

gifts we learned about, abiding (being there), hospitality, conversation and witness, were 

displayed in simple, yet beautiful and touching ways.  The simple acts of praying for my 

family, accommodating my change of plans, welcoming me with open arms and sincere 

worry may not seem like much, but they meant everything to me.  Instead of worrying that 

we aren’t doing enough, we can rest assured that in being there for someone, even if we 

don’t know just what to say, in opening our homes to others, in sharing time and words 

with friends and strangers, and in telling others that we have seen the Lord, we are doing 

God’s work.  I look forward to next year’s retreat, but even more than that, I look forward 

to seeing how Christ uses these new relationships in our lives and our church and our 

community.
