Dear friends in Christ, 
 

     We have completed the four sessions of study and conversation looking at the four resolutions 

adopted by the ELCA Churchwide Assembly last August concerning “Human Sexuality: Gift and 

Trust.”  Approximately 75+ members of Faith were a part of one or more of these meetings.  The 

format of teaching, studying and conversation was planned and led by Pastor David, Pastor 

Galen Hora, Donn Berkeland, Jan Klinsing and Char Meyer.  Pastors Kevin Doely and Kiri 

Solberg also assisted in the process. 
  

 We worked very hard during this time to follow what Martin Luther wrote.  
 

“To respect, to be charitable with one another, as we examine our understandings and 

practices, speaking the truth in love, practicing the „mutual conversation and 

consolation of the brothers and sisters.‟” (Luther, Smalcald Articles) 



 The sessions were not intended to persuade participants one way or the other, nor did we 

assume that there would be a consensus of belief when we ended.  Primarily we hoped for more 

understanding of the differing views held by members, leaders and staff at Faith Lutheran and 

that we would be faithful in our use of scripture, experience and tradition as we study difficult 

moral issues.  Many written resources were also made available addressing the issue from 

various views.   
 

 The ongoing expectation is that the participants who attended and we as a congregation will 

continue to be in conversation, prayer and in the study of Scripture.  We concluded by holding up 

what is central to our life together as the people of God – Our calling to Dwell with God, 

Proclaim Jesus our Savior and Live daily in mission guided by the Holy Spirit.   
 

 The Church Council affirmed at our March meeting what was previously shared by our 

Church Council and staff last September.  We believe in the Acts 15 model of leadership that 

moves forward with new practices when common unity is present therefore:   
 

 1.  Faith Lutheran will continue to be a congregation of the ELCA 
 

 2.  Faith Lutheran would not proceed with the policy change of the ELCA if we were in a  

  Pastoral Call process 
  

 3.  Faith Lutheran’s Church Council and Staff will continue to guide; study and conversations

Family Promise - Churches to serve as  

homeless shelter for families in Anoka County  
  

Faith Lutheran will be participating in this new program, which will 

start in the summer of 2010.  Each congregation participating in the 

program provides overnight lodging and meals for three to five 

families (up to 14 persons) for one week every three months on a 

rotating basis.  Program "guests" stay in each congregation from 6:00 PM - 7:00 AM daily.  Each 

morning guests are taken to the Family Promise Day Center where they meet with program staff, 

care for pre-school children, make phone calls and seek housing and employment. 
  

Family Promise enables us to meet important basic needs of homeless families.  Families with 

children make up the fastest growing segment of the homeless population.  Usually, over half of 

the guests in the program will be children, and most of the children will be under the age of six.   
  

Volunteers are the foundation of the program.  There are many ways you can be involved.  

Whether you provide a hot meal, arrange activities for children, or serve as an overnight 

volunteer, you can make a difference in the lives of families who have suffered the ordeal of 

losing their home. 
  

Faith Lutheran will have information sessions about the program on Sunday, April 25, at 9:15 

and 10:30 AM in the Library.  Volunteer recruitment will begin that day as well.  Our Leadership 

Team is nearly complete, and we look forward to introducing you to them on April 25!
