What Is Via de Cristo?

The Gathering and Transition of an
Angel Artist—Leonard Day
Ever wondered about those angel paintings displayed
near the Hanson Boulevard entrance? They were
painted by Leonard Day, the “Angel Man of the South” in
1998, commissioned in memory of Sandy Turnbull, a

long time member of Faith Lutheran, who died in 1996,
the first funeral in our new Sanctuary.

Sandy was particularly interested in angels; so it was
appropriate that her Bible study group (Bruce and Jane
Jochims, Tim and Becky Johnson, Gary and Lil Levine,
George and Jan Dahlman) commissioned Leonard Day to
paint “The Angel of Life,” utililizing colors and themes
appreciated by Sandy. Leonard was so taken by the
first, he completed two other paintings, “The Transition”
and “The Gathering.” Sandy’s Bible study group was, in
turn, so taken by the beauty of the paintings they
purchased all three. The paintings were dedicated ten
years ago, on April 25, 1999, with Sandy’s husband Doug
Turnbull and family in attendance.

We were notified of Leonard Day’s death on March 28,
2009. The Bible study group had remained in touch with
Leonard and he felt a special bond to Faith Lutheran. In
November 1999, he visited Faith, presenting several
forums and a sermon on the Realm of Angels in the
Bible. His book, “The Diary of an Angel,” features the
“Angel of Life” painting on the cover.

Spend some time looking at the paintings and read the
brochure telling the story of each painting. Perhaps
you’ll feel the presence of an angel near by watching
over you.
