Congregation Council Approves Sabbatical Plan for Pastor Kiri Solberg

Faith Lutheran Church personnel policy grants three months of sabbatical to full-time pastors
after five years of service at Faith Lutheran. Sabbatical time is to be used for study, personal
growth, reflection, and renewal, without the demands of one's regular ministry duties.

As of July 8, Pastor Kiri will have served at Faith Lutheran for six years, and now qualifies for a
sabbatical. The council approved her plan to take six weeks June 1 - July 12, 2010, and the
remaining six weeks during 2012.

Sabbatical leave means Pastor Kiri will not be in the office or in worship, nor presiding at any

weddings or funerals during the sabbatical time. Her plans include taking a writing class at the

Loft Literary Center in Minneapolis, having time for deeper theological and Biblical reflection

through reading scripture and books, and learning new ideas about worship by worshipping in
other churches.

One question we have
received recently is regarding the elevation at the new Hanson Entrance. The floor elevation in
the addition is set to match the floor elevation in the existing building which is considerably
higher than the parking lot elevation along Hanson Boulevard. In order to keep from losing any
parking spaces or incurring the cost of raising and repaving the parking lot, the entrance was
designed with a sloped sidewalk and steps to accommodate the difference in elevation. As a
safety precaution, a handrail/guardrail will be installed along the raised sidewalk edge to protect
the general public and users of the facility from inadvertently stumbling over the edge.

ShareFest

For almost 30 years, members of Faith have been raising money for the hungry around the world
and in our own community by hosting an annual bazaar. This year's ShareFest will be held on
Saturday, November 7, from 9:30 AM - 2:00 PM.

This popular event originally called ShareFair was started by the Women of Faith. They read
about a fundraising idea in Scope, the Women of the ELCA magazine that suggested selling
produce from their gardens to raise money for ELCA World Hunger. They decided to expand on
that idea and include members of the congregation. They sold crafts (the bulk of which were
created by the children of the congregation). They enlisted the choir to provide a sloppy joe
lunch. Mary's Circle provided slices of homemade pie and coffee. Now almost 30 years later,
these groups are still part of an important part of ShareFest.

Over the years, we have found new ways to raise even more money: a silent auction, games and
activities for kids, and a Scandinavian tasting table. The first ShareFair raised $1,500 and last
year we raised a record $15,000 that was sent to ELCA World Hunger, Stand with Africa, ACBC
Food Shelf, and the CEAP Food Shelf. We hope to equal or exceed that amount this year and we
