Dear Friends in Christ,
Several years ago I was training for the Heart of the Lakes
Triathlon held in Annandale, MN. It was during my
Sabbatical and I had more time to train for the swimming,
biking, and running portions of the short course. While I
was training for the swimming portion of the event I was
becoming more and more frustrated. It just didn’t seem
like I could get enough air to go very far as I was breathing
in and out while turning my head sidewise out of the
water. Now some of you are already smiling because you
know, as I soon found out from an experienced swimmer,
that you breathe the air in while the head is turned out but
you exhale the air with your face in the water. I had not
been able to get enough oxygen for my body nor was I able
to exhale the carbon dioxide out of my body because I had
to breathe in and out too quickly for the energy I was
expending. The lesson I learned wasn’t don’t swim
because of the energy it takes, rather it was that while
swimming make sure you breathe well.

This experience came to mind as I reflected on how much
energy we as a congregation have been expending over
the last three years and now in just finishing the capital
appeal. Much has been accomplished through the grace of

God and it is natural that we would want to and need a
time to “catch our breath.” I know this is true for me too.
And I know that moving forward that we as a congregation
will need to practice breathing well with even greater
attention. I know this is true for me. It has been and is the
reality of the church that there is always a tension between
staying out of the water (so one can’t be short of air) and
swimming without breathing well (getting exhausted
without going very far).

The call to breathe well is the call of Jesus Christ to come
to the one who gives life and takes away that which
destroys life. The reality of my trying to breathe in life
giving oxygen and exhale life taking carbon dioxide in the
wrong way accomplished neither one. We are called to
drink deeply of the life given in Jesus Christ. This is done
as we Dwell before God, as we Gather as the Body of
Believers, and as we live out our own Call to serve. There
are no shortcuts and there is no other way. If you find any
of your life “short on breath” come and breathe the one
whose breath gave you life, sustains your life, and fills your
life with the gift of the Holy Spirit.
